2. Three Strikes You’re out Policy- Patrick Murray

P. Murray distributed the following draft outline to members for review.

If either a broker, plate owner or driver is found guilty of breaking a taxi standards by-law for
the third time that particular license will be suspended indefinitely.  An appeal to re-instate
the license may be heard one year from the suspension.

The principal is based on assumptions:

• there is an inadequate amount of resources to enforce the by-laws affecting the taxi
system

• there is a need to enforce the by-laws
• enforcement will be a combined public/private method

The concept applies to brokers, plate owners and drivers.

It is clear how it applies to drivers since that is personal.  However, plate owners are rarely
drivers or own the car that the plate is on.  

It could result in some perceived difficulties but only to the extent that a particular plate
owner has been unable to ensure that the car using his or her plate doesn’t meet the
requirements of the by-law.
