PRIVATE SIGNS ON REGIONAL ROADS - HIGHWAY SIGNS BY-LAW

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS AS AMENDED

That Council approve:
1. The Highway Signs By-law;
2. The deletion of Section 2.2.4 of the Regional Regulatory Code;

3. Amendments to Parts 2.5 and 2.10 of the Regional Regulatory Code to
exempt the placement of signs pursuant to the Highway Signs By-law;

4, That as staff resources permit, unauthorized signs be removed from Regional
roads and that staff respond as required on a complaint basis, except where a
sign is an obvious safety hazard,;
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That permit fees not be charged, except for banners;

That a processing fee of $34.00 per application be charged to cover the
administrative cost of processing an application to place a banner on or over
a Regional road;

That the area municipalities be requested to adopt the Highway Signs By-law
to regulate signs within their jurisdictions which will establish uniform sign
regulations;

That staff liaise with the area municipalities to develop standards allowing
additional signs on the road allowance, by permit;

That sandwich board/A-frame signs be allowed in a similar fashion to that
of the City of Ottawa in the City of Ottawa only and that the by-law be
amended accordingly, and;

That there be allowed one poster per block face per poster subject within the
boundaries of the Ottawa River to the North, the Rideau River (Billings
Bridge) to the south and east from the Rideau River to Preston Street.
