Carling Avenue Rehabilitation
From Melrose Avenue to Preston Street

The rehabilitation of Carling Avenue, from Melrose Avenue to Preston Street,
is anticipated to begin in May 2008 with a proposed completion
by 31 July 2008.

The project involves the reconstruction of the road, replacement of water
and sanitary services to the Experimental Farm, structural improvements
to Carling Avenue and the O-Train Bridge, Network Modifications and
Transit Priority Measures.

During construction, Carling Avenue will be reduced to one lane of traffic
in the westbound and eastbound direction at any given time throughout
the construction area, while maintaining a left- turn lane at signalized
intersections at all times.

Traffic congestion through the construction zone is anticipated and the
City appreciates your patience and co-operation. If possible, to avoid delays,
take alternative routes, car pool or use public transit.

Bronson Avenue Canal Bridge
Rehabilitation

A condition assessment of the Bronson Avenue Canal Bridge (SN 012050),
located above the Rideau Canal, Queen Elizabeth Driveway and Colonel By
Drive, was carried out in 2003.

The assessment study has identified a number of deficient components
including the existing sidewalks and railings, as well as lack of transverse
constraints at the bearings to resist seismic loading as required
by the Canadian Highway Bridge Design Code.

Rehabilitation of the structure will begin in spring 2008 and finish in fall
2009. The rehabilitation work is aimed at enhancing the safety of the public,
upgrading the structure for code compliance and extending the service life
of the bridge.

The major rehabilitation items include:

• Replacement of sidewalks and railings

• Replacement of longitudinal and transverse expansion joints

• Jacking of the bridge and replacement of all bridge bearings at the abutments

• Replacement of deck overlay, waterproofing and asphalt wearing surfaces

• Installation of shear blocks to resist earthquake loading

• Lighting Upgrades on deck and on the underside of the structure

• Repairs to the underside of the bridge, the abutments, the wingwalls
and the stairs

• Improvement of sidewalks and bicycle lanes

Construction will take place in stages and take two seasons due to the amount
of work and the following constraints:

• Maintaining two lanes of traffic and one pedestrian passage on each side
on the bridge at all times.

• Maintaining one lane of traffic in each direction on both Queen Elizabeth
Driveway and Colonel By Drive at all times.

• Maintaining the Navigation clearance in the Rideau Canal from May 1
to October 15 each year.

• Maintaining access on and under the structure for special events year round.

Traffic congestion through the construction zone is anticipated
and the City appreciates your patience and co-operation.
